Reports of the Officers





Treasurer’s report: The treasurer being absent, the report for January through April was given by President Stone. It was moved by Ruth Seid, seconded and carried to table the Treasurer’s report until the next meeting, due to questions about the report.





President’s report


Retroactive paycheck issues - Approximately 30 retroactive checks may have been too low. The list has been given to Library Administration.


MOU will be printed soon. President Stone will investigate printing only a small number of copies, as it is now available on the CAO’s Web site.


Management/Guild meeting of May 8: issues discussed included unfreezes; 2003-2004 budget; union protected activities; Neighborhood Council training; ICBU staffing; monitoring of staff Internet usage; “white time;” and computer printed receipts for fines paid by patrons. 


Council 36 report - Local 1117’s receivership was reviewed by the International.


Retirement negotiations - Early next week there will be a ballot to every Council 36 member who is part of the City of Los Angeles retirement system, voting on an increase of the service retirement formula from 2.16% to 2.36% if you retire after age 55 with 30 years of service. There are several other provisions as well, including extension of our current M.O.U. for another year with no COLA. Council 36 Executive Director Cheryl Parisi will speak about this at the May 17 membership meeting.





Vice President for Political Action Jose Galvan was absent. President Stone gave the report.


Martin Ludlow’s run-off campaign for Los Angeles City Council District 10 - we need members to phone and walk for him. The election is May 20. 


PEOPLE check-off campaign - we should get a list of who is contributing, so we can contact the ones who aren’t.





Vice President for Professional Concerns Marilyn Smithson was absent. Executive Vice-President Rosalie Preston gave the report.


It was moved by Ruth Seid, seconded and carried that the Executive Board recommend the approval of the Resolution to Repeal the USA PATRIOT Act as submitted by the Professional Concerns Committee to be presented to the Board of Library Commissioners.


Civil Liberties Defense Coalition - Guild representatives attended last night’s meeting. Petition has  been prepared for signatures (see attached.) 


Individual computers for librarians are needed, as so much work needs to be done on computers now.





Vice President for Programs David Tulanian gave his report on May and June programs and on the 35th Anniversary picnic. A representative of the L.A. City Retirement System will be on the program at the May meeting, as will Cheryl Parisi (see above.) There is no speaker yet for June. The 35th Anniversary Picnic is set for Sunday, July 27, 4-7 p.m.

There is some question about whether there is a phone in the elevator at the Memorial Branch, and if so, whether or not it works. Sheila Nash reported on an assault at Central Library. Ivan Corpeño-Chavez reported on a gang problem at Exposition Park Regional Branch.





Membership Chair Virginia Yermo was absent. Executive Vice-President Rosalie Preston offered to contact her about changing the location for the June membership meeting from Exposition Park to the Mark Twain Branch.
