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Executive Board Meeting


June 12, 2003





The meeting of the Executive Board of AFSCME Local #2626 was called to order by President Roy Stone at 7:15 p.m.

	Guest Erin Sikorsky spoke about Peace Action. It was moved by Executive Vice-President Rosalie Preston, seconded and carried to recommend to the membership that the Guild endorse the three-point platform of The Campaign for a New American Foreign Policy of Peace Action. 


	It was moved by Hosneya Khattab, seconded and carried to appoint Ivan Corpeño-Chavez Vice President for Political Action for the remainder of the term.


	Taken out of order: Vice President for Political Action Ivan Corpeño-Chavez gave his report. It was moved by Marilyn Smithson, seconded and carried that the Guild purchase one ticket, at $150, to the SCOPE dinner at the Biltmore tonight.


	It was moved by Ivan Corpeño-Chavez, seconded and carried to approve May 8, 2003 Executive Board minutes as corrected.


Ivan Corpeño-Chavez left the meeting.





Reports of the Officers


There was no Treasurer’s report.


President’s report


 MOU Printing: Waiting to hear about the results of the Retirement election, because it could change the dates on the MOU. It was moved by Ruth Seid, seconded and carried to print 500 copies of the combined Rank & File and Supervisory MOUs along with other documents.


Retroactive paycheck issues: Guild submitted a list of names of members with problems with their retroactive checks, all of whom were in the transition phase. Pete Hodes investigated asking for interest on the underpaid amount of the retroactive checks. Our attorneys indicated that we probably couldn’t get interest because there was no date negotiated for payment of retroactive checks. This should be taken into account for the next negotiations. 


Hosneya Khattab left the meeting.


Management/Guild meeting for June 11 was cancelled.


June 12 Board of Library Commissioners Meeting: President Stone made a statement to the Board about the Computer Commons. He also told the Commissioners that the Guild would be sending them a resolution on the USA PATRIOT Act.


Pete Hodes reported that he has drafted a tentative agreement regarding the Computer Commons. He also reported that at the Labor Against the War meeting (a committee of the LA County Federation of Labor) there was a motion passed to encourage members of LAW to speak at the July 10 meeting of the Board of Library Commissioners meeting regarding the USA PATRIOT Act.


Council 36 Executive Board meeting was postponed.


President Stone read selected correspondence. 


C.	Vice President for Professional Concerns Marilyn Smithson gave her report. She read the minutes from the meeting of June 8. Subjects included a discussion of effective ways to present the resolution against the USA PATRIOT Act to the Board of Library Commissioners; staff computers; petition to the City Council on the USA PATRIOT Act; collection development; and the budget.


D.	Vice President for Programs David Tulanian gave his report. He proposed that the 35th Anniversary Party be held on July 27 at Taix Restaurant. Instead it was decided that the party be postponed to the December meeting. “White Time” will be the topic at the June meeting. 


E.	Vice President for Education and Training Hosneya Khattab was absent.


Health & Safety Chair Lyn Gillson gave her report. The next meeting will be July 16 or 17. No agency has yet received the new emergency supply kit. The Security Officers apparently no longer have to have their schedules initialed when they visit a branch. 


G.	Membership Chair Virginia Yermo was absent.


H.	Communicator Editor Sheila Nash gave her report. It was moved by Sheila Nash, seconded and carried that the subscription price for The Communicator for Guild retirees, after their first free year, be set at $15 per year and that the regular subscription price be set at $25 per year.


I.	Chief Rank and File Steward Barbara Bozman gave her report. Chief Supervisory Steward Christopher Parsons was absent. Executive Vice-President Rosalie Preston reported.


J.	Old Business -  none.


K.	New business


Pete Hodes reported on a bill in the State Assembly (AB 1411), which would allow for supervisory units such as the Guild’s to have an agency shop. It was moved by Executive Vice-President Rosalie Preston, seconded and carried that the Guild write a letter to appropriate state legislators supporting AB1411, which would allow for agency shop for supervisory units of unions.


	2.	It was moved by Executive Vice-President Rosalie Preston, seconded and carried that the Guild purchase one copy of At Work: The Art of California Labor for the Guild office and one copy as a donation to the Art Department at Central Library. 


L.	Announcements


	1.	Charlie Mims is in a run-off for the Retirement Board. The Guild supports his candidacy because he has always supported retirees’ issues. The ballots are being mailed tomorrow and are due back on June 27. The Guild will publicize its support for Mims through e-mails, flyers and other means.


	2.	Monday, June 16 at 5:30 there will be a rally at the Civic Center Mall at 500 W. Temple St. to save vital services and jobs and the City budget. There is free parking in the Music Center parking lot (enter on Grand Ave.)
