Reports of the Officers

President’s report


 Retroactive paychecks for all employees in the transition phase are being reviewed.


Management/Guild meeting of July 7 - Issues discussed included 2003-2004 Library Department budget; use of compensated time off on Sunday; noting second night bonus on time sheet; supervisors talking to employees about vocalizing problems as members of the union; white time; Workers’ Compensation changes regarding light duty; Library Personnel Manual; and grievance deadlines.


July 10 Board of Library Commissioners Meeting: letter from Susan Kent will be sent to the City Council calling for repeal of portions of the USA PATRIOT Act; Personnel resolution was adopted, which includes authorized number of positions from the budget.


Council 36 report - EAA has declared that their entire union has voted down the new enhanced retirement, even though some of their units voted for it. Without EAA only 74% of City employees voted for it. The CAO is still looking at the issue.


Computer Commons - Social Sciences has moved into the History Department workroom. 


Correspondence included a letter from AFSCME about leadership training. It was moved by Rosalie Preston, seconded and carried that those who attend AFSCME Leadership Training be reimbursed for both Sunday and Monday at their regular rate of pay.





C.	Vice President for Political Action Ivan Corpeño-Chavez was not present. Pete Hodes reported that only 40 members have paycheck deductions for AFSCME People. The Guild needs to be a real participant in the 2004 elections. 





Vice President for Professional Concerns Marilyn Smithson gave her report. 


Professional Concerns Committee meeting of July 6 topics included discussion of USA PATRIOT Act, including newspaper articles; the Civil Liberties Defense Coalition publicized the BoLC Meeting of July 10; President Roy Stone spoke on KPFK twice; adequate numbers of computers for workroom use; acting senior and principal librarians; materials funds.

It was moved by Marilyn Smithson, seconded and carried to obtain a quantity of ACLU bookmarks on the USA PATRIOT Act and make them available for library patrons and Guild members at a cost to the Guild of up to $500.
