It was moved by Ivan Corpeño-Chavez, seconded and carried to approve September 11, 2003 Executive Board minutes.

Reports of the Officers

There was no Treasurer’s report.

2.  It was moved by Rosalie Preston, seconded and carried to authorize up to $300 to purchase a new fax/printer/copier for the Guild to replace the broken one.

3.  It was moved by Ivan Corpeño-Chavez, seconded and carried to authorize up to $500 for the first year of Earthlink Webhosting and domain name.

4.  President Stone reported on the status of the next audit.

B.  President’s report

1.  Communicator Editor Sheila Nash asked for clarification on who should be receiving the Update. It was determined that only members in good standing and the Retiree Liaison should be receiving it.

2.  Management/Guild Meeting of Oct. 1, 2003 - Issues include order sheet deadlines; problems with system-wide communications; PATRIOT Act Resolution; computer sign-up software; CyberCentral/Computer Commons; Librarian III issues, including job description revision, “acting” LIIIs, and vacancies; scheduling guidelines for extended hours agencies; supply orders; revised LAPL rules of conduct in larger format; and staffing situation.

3.  Board of Library Commissioners Meetings - September 17 issues discussed included organizational chart; surplus property; bookmobile services; and the USA PATRIOT Act. October 9 issues included Community Development block grant for a new Exposition Park and San Pedro; fines and fees schedule; and plaque to note architectural importance of Central Library.
