	1.	Accidental Death and Dismemberment Insurance rate has gone down to $1.04 per person per month. This amount is approximately what the Executive Board had previously determined the Guild would be setting aside to carry the benefit itself. It was moved by Ruth Seid, seconded and carried that, given the lowering of the cost of the Accidental Death and Dismemberment Insurance from over $2 per person to $1.04 per person per month, the Guild rescind its previous decision and continue the insurance for six months at which time the continuation should be re-evaluated.
