Reports of the Officers

President’s report:


It was moved by Marilyn Smithson, seconded and carried that the Guild send a letter to the Alhambra City Council supporting and endorsing the resolution opposing the USA PATRIOT Act as proposed by the Concerned Neighbors of Alhambra.


It was moved by Billie Connor-Dominguez, seconded and carried that the Librarians’ Guild participate in the Sunset Hall garden party on May 2 and have an information table, and that members be encouraged to attend. The theme of the party is “Civil Liberties.”


National Women’s Political Caucus is recognizing SEIU Local 347 General Manager Julie Butcher (and two others) at an event on March 27.


AFSCME International Biennial Convention will be June 21 - 25, 2004 in Anaheim. 


February 19 the Board of Library Commissioners is having a round table discussion on recruiting. President Stone has been asked to serve on the panel.


Dues increase 20¢ per capita to AFSCME International; 35¢ to Council 36. 


Public Employees Organized to Promote Legislative Equality (PEOPLE) Conference is May 1-4 in Sacramento.


At the last Board of Library Commissioners meeting they discussed a new naming policy. It will be voted on at the next meeting. It was moved by Ivan Corpeño-Chavez, seconded and carried that the Guild write a letter to the Board of Library Commissioners recommending that they reconsider the most recent renaming of Central Library in light of their recent discussion on the policy for naming branches.

AFSCME International has revoked its endorsement of Howard Dean for Democratic Nominee for President.


He reported on the Martin Luther King, Jr. Memorial Breakfast.


The County Federation of Labor is taking a more active role in the UFCW strike.





Vice President for Professional Concerns Marilyn Smithson reported that the committee did not meet this month. The most pressing issue is collection development and management.


There is no Vice President for Programs. February membership meeting will be on the March elections. President Stone will contact Delores Spears at Council 36 to speak at the meeting. At the March Membership meeting the focus will be a discussion of the M.O.U. Stewards will be contacted to bring along new members. The Mayor’s proposed budget is due out in April. That may provide a topic for the April Membership meeting. How about a movie in May? Another idea for a meeting subject is the domestic violence program spearheaded by Alice Goff.


Vice President for Education and Training Penny Chiba reported on the Discipline and the Supervisor workshops.

There will be a meeting at PEOPLE on February 19 in Sacramento to explore hiring a consultant to help lobby the legislature about the budget. It was moved by Ruth Seid, seconded and carried to fund one member’s receipted expenses, lost time and airfare to and from Sacramento for the day.
