Reports of the Officers





President Stone presented a draft of the financial report for 2003.





President’s reported on


Board of Library Commissioners - issues included excess funds from 1998 facilities bond.


Management meeting - issues included notices regarding USA PATRIOT Act; patron confidentiality regarding computer log-ins (numbers are purged at the end of each day); 72-hour work-week; bumping right regarding potential lay-offs; Management’s objection to request to post Guild e-mail regarding 72-hour work week.


72 hour schedule


It was moved by Ivan Corpeño-Chavez, seconded and carried to authorize $70 to provide refreshments for the opening of the California Labor History display at the Echo Park Branch on April 7.


Council 36 is moving all locals’ offices to second floor. Office rent will be going up from $127 to $252 per month (without the phone) for a small office or $315 (without the phone) for a larger office. With a phone and DSL line the cost would be $285 and $355. It was moved by Ruth Seid, seconded and carried to move into the smaller room (#4) with no phone at the cost of $252/month.


Council 36 - A Communications coordinator (Mark Siegel) has been hired.


AFSCME International Convention in Anaheim June 21-25. It was moved by Ruth Seid, seconded and carried that the Guild send four delegates and up to four alternates, paying for lost wages, mileage, parking, per diem and hotel for four nights. It was moved by Ivan Corpeño-Chavez, seconded and carried that the Guild pay for all of above for an added one or two days as necessary for the President of the Guild and any other delegate appointed to a committee.


If administration wants help at City Council regarding the City Budget they will call Judy Donovan, who will call on other Board members.


PEOPLE Conference will be May 1-4. It was moved by Ruth Seid, seconded and carried that the Guild send up to 3 members to the PEOPLE Conference May 1-4 for Saturday and Sunday nights, including transportation, lodging and per diem.


It was moved by Ivan Corpeño-Chavez, seconded and carried to contribute $100 per month to the AFSCME Public Relations state budget education campaign for eight months starting in April 2004.


Next Membership Meeting date - will be changed from Saturday, April 24 to Friday, April 23.


It was moved by Ivan Corpeño-Chavez, seconded and carried that the Guild publicize the Collective Bargaining Education Project and encourage its members to participate by reimbursing members for four hours lost time and mileage; It was moved by Ivan Corpeño-Chavez, seconded and carried that the Guild authorize up to $400 to purchase up to four tickets to the UCLA Labor Center 40th Anniversary Dinner on Saturday, May 22 (Ivan); It was moved by Ruth Seid, seconded and carried that the Guild authorize up to $200 to purchase up to two tickets to the Jewish Labor Committee Awards Brunch on Sunday, May 23.


Pete Hodes is being reassigned and will no longer be the Guild Representative.





Vice President for Education and Training Penny Chiba gave her report. She and Roy Stone and Pete Hodes met with City Personnel to discuss the education and training funds. More information and a more detailed proposal were faxed to Personnel on Monday.





D. Vice President for Professional Concerns Marilyn Smithson was absent.





Vice President for Political Action Ivan Corpeño-Chavez gave his report.


MIWON, a coalition of immigrant workers, are having a caravan on May 1. It was moved by Ivan Corpeño-Chavez, seconded and carried that the Guild endorse the caravan.


It was moved by Ivan Corpeño-Chavez, seconded and carried to send letters to state assembly members and senate members regarding exporting of California jobs and prescription drug reform at the request of the California Federation of Labor. 


Brother Corpeño-Chavez went to El Salvador last month to observe the elections. He reports that they were rigged.





Health & Safety Chair Lyn Gillson had nothing to report. Several members referred her to reports of problems in library agencies.





Communicator Editor Billie Connor-Dominguez was absent. Sheila Nash reported on the status the current issue and the deadline for the next issue.
