B	President’s reported on Negotiations; Hiring freeze; Leadership conference; Board of Library Commissioners


	Selected correspondence read It was moved by Marilyn Smithson, seconded and carried to donate $2000 to the California PEOPLE Steering Committee for AFSCME California issues ID#1254555. Issues include union-busting acts such as the Fair Competition and Taxpayer Savings Act, the Public Employees’ Right to Approve Use of Union Dues for Political Campaign Purposes Act (a rehash of Prop 226, which had been voted down) and the Fiscally Responsible Public Employee Retirement Act. The California PEOPLE Conference will take place May 1-3 in Sacramento.


	 Member Adele Wallace reported on the Historic 24-Hour Emergency Read-in to Save the Salinas Public Libraries. It was moved by Marilyn Smithson, seconded and carried that the Guild pays for food, lodging, mileage and lost time for up to 10 people to attend the Read-In, up to $1500. It was moved by Ruth Seid, seconded and carried that the Guild issue a statement of support to be read at the Salinas Read-In and sent to the Governor, the governing body of the Salinas Library, and to the Leadership of the State Assembly and Senate. 


Vice President for Political Action Ivan Corpeño-Chavez reported on the Mayor’s race and endorsements. There will be a discussion of endorsements for the run-off at the next Guild Membership meeting.


Vice President for Professional Concerns Marilyn Smithson reported on the March 6 Professional Concerns meeting. It was moved by Sheila Nash, seconded and carried to pay Wendy McPherson $90 for catering the Professional Concerns meeting that she understood to be February 6 rather than March 6.
