It was moved by Ruth Seid, seconded and carried, that mileage reimbursement be set in accordance with the current IRS rate.

A representative of the insurance company that carries the Council 36 Accidental Death and Dismemberment Insurance will be invited to an E-Board meeting to explain the coverage.

A committee was appointed by the president to draft a comprehensive gift policy to cover all gifts, including those to retirees, the bereaved and the ill. The committee consists of Verdel Flores, Sheila Nash, and Robert Thornhill.


Taken out of order: Sister Wendy McPherson proposed that the Librarians’ Guild endorse a Saturday, September 17 march in Calexico, protesting the Minutemen, the vigilante thugs who are terrorizing immigrants at the border; and that the Guild send members to march with the Guild banner. The march starts at 5 p.m. and the rally is at 6 p.m. The late time is due to the desert heat. The Minutemen are starting a recruitment drive in Calexico that weekend.


It was moved by Ruth Seid, seconded and carried that the Librarians’ Guild endorse the September 17 anti-Minuteman march and rally in Calexico and condemn the vigilante thugs who continue to terrorize immigrants at the border.


It was moved by Ruth Seid, seconded and carried that the Guild encourage members to attend the September 17 anti-vigilante thug march and rally in Calexico, and pay for mileage for carpools to attend.
