B.  Treasurer Robert Thornhill gave his report. The 2004 accounting has been completed and 2005 is almost complete.  The budget for 2006 is being worked on.

2.  It was moved by Sheila Nash, seconded and passed unanimously,  to renew the Guild’s membership in the Southern California Library for Social Studies and Research for $50.

Executive Vice President Verdel Flores gave reported on:

1. There are three newly appointed Board of Library  Commissioners. 

2. The Security Consolidation  takes place February 19, with 8 vacant positions and 45 filled positions.  Councilmembers Gruel, Weiss and Zine introduced the proposal of consolidation. The Office of Public Safety Committee will meet quarterly for the next two years.  David Luther will meet with Security staff on a daily basis.  There is a new Chief of Security for the Library, formerly of  the Zoo Department, David Aguirre. The Commission will thank the Officers at their next meeting.

3. G. Hollywood Library was given matching funds by the Goldwyn Foundation for clean-up.  

4. Support Groups need to sign a Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)

5. There will be a transfer of $30,000 for GSD 
for over time for security.  

6. The old Van Nuys Branch will be sold.

7. It was discussed and decided that the Guild would host a ‘thank you’ to the officers at the meeting on January 27. Support of the Guild is necessary to protect Alicia.  It was moved by Ivan Corpeño Chavez, seconded and passed unanimously, that the Guild pay Alicia Randolph for any lost time for attending the community meetings of the Save the Bethune Library group.

G.  Vice President Education and Training Ed Armstrong was absent.
H.  Health and Safety chair Lyn Gillson gave her report. The next meeting is Thursday, Feb 2 at 9:00.  Guild members must keep accurate records of responses and situations dealing with security.

I.  Vice President for Political Action Ivan Corpeño Chavez gave his report. It was moved by Verdel Flores, seconded and passed unanimously, that the Guild endorse Kelly Hayes-Raitt for the 53rd Assembly district. 

J.  Communicator Editor Sheila Nash gave her report. It was moved by Sheila Nash, seconded and passed unanimously, that the Guild join the ILCA (International Labor Communication Association) both for the Web site and for the Communicator for a total of $105.

Zine and his deputy were surprised to learn that that there was more than one version of the side letter and that we are at impasse.  The Executive Board directed that Willy Pelote be contacted and that he should be asked to visit the City Council with the Guild.
