3.  The Guild has filed an Unfair Employee Relations Practice Claim against Management regarding contract negotiations and forcing us to impasse. Wording for petition and Neighborhood Council resolution was discussed.

4.  Self-insurance; It was moved by Sheila Nash, and seconded that the Guild pay a $1000 death benefit to the survivors of any Guild member in good standing who dies. Members are to be considered in good-standing even if on long-term leave. Motion failed. The President explained that the benefit used to be a nice addition at a very low cost. The cost of the insurance went up, and at that point, the Guild decided that it would be cheaper to self-insure. There was discussion as to whether the Guild should be paying any death benefit, given the increased expense. It was moved by Sheila Nash, seconded and carried that the Guild no longer pay a death benefit. Ivan Corpeño-Chavez requested a roll call vote.
