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Executive Board Meeting

September 7, 2006

The meeting of the Executive Board of AFSCME Local #2626 was called to order by President Roy Stone at 7:39 p.m.

It was moved by Lyn Gillson, seconded and carried to approve corrected August 10, 2006 Executive Board minutes.

Reports of the Officers

A.
Treasurer Robert Thornhill gave his report for July and August. Report was accepted and filed. A copy of the report is attached to the official copy of the minutes and available for review upon request. It was moved by Sheila Nash, seconded and carried that, as the Certificates of Deposit come due, approximately $75,000 in funds be transferred to each of two of the following three financial institutions: Pacific Resources Credit Union, the Amalgamated Bank or Wescom Credit Union, depending on which have the best interest rates. If rates are comparable, preference will be given to the Amalgamated Bank, as it is a union-owned institution.

President and Executive Vice President reported on:

1.  AFSCME Convention – the Guild’s Immigration resolution passed unanimously.
2.  Board of Library Commissioners – Robert Thornhill attended the next to last meeting. He reported on the discussion of men’s room stall doors. President Stone reported on the last meeting.
3.  Employee Relations Board charge of the Guild failing in its duty of fair representation. The case was dismissed.
4.  Council 36
Taken out of order: Vice President Education and Training Ed Armstrong gave his report. He would like to do an anonymous survey of members regarding what kinds of education and training they would like, as well as get an idea of the extent to which members read information from the Library Training Office regarding training opportunities. Some ideas for spending the training funds include booktalking; presentations; interviewing; career counseling; evaluations; and Discipline for those who didn’t attend the last time.

5.  Labor Day Parade
6.  Management meeting: security; monthly report; weeding; materials budget; kitchen supplies; banking procedures; safe havens; 
7.  MOU printing. It was moved by Ivan Corpeño-Chavez, seconded and carried that the Guild have a master copy of the MOU and all relevant documents such as side letters and grievance settlements, and distribute paper copies to members as requested, and to publicize that there is online access to these documents. The master copy can be electronic, such as on a CD-ROM.
8.  Miscellaneous correspondence read. It was moved by Ivan Corpeño-Chavez, seconded and carried to purchase a table for $400 for the Strategic Concepts in Organizing for Political Education (SCOPE) fundraising event on September 22, 2006.

C.  Vice President for Professional Concerns Sue Oppenheimer reported on August 20 meeting. They reviewed the new librarians’ survey and revised it. Also reviewed a draft of the membership brochure and discussed what should be in the packet for new members. They discussed Hot Off the Press and its impact on collection development. The next meeting was scheduled for October 1 at 5 p.m. at the Fairfax Branch. It was pointed out that that evening is Kol Nidre, an important Jewish holiday. The meeting tentatively was changed to October 15. The new librarians’ dinner for both valley regions will be Thursday, October 5. Recommendations for restaurants are welcome.

D.  Vice President for Political Action Ivan Corpeño-Chavez reported on the Apolo Alliance event; the governor’s veto of the Health Care bill (SB840); and plans for making sure all members are registered to vote.

G.  Health and Safety Chair Lyn Gillson gave her report. The next meeting is September 21. David Luther will be gone (transferred to the CAO’s office). 

H.  Membership Chair Theresa Webster gave her report: Two new members.

I.  Communicator Editor Sheila Nash gave her report. It’s almost at the printer. Won two awards this year.

L.  New business – 

1. Inequity of forgiving fines discourages people from returning materials to those places that don’t forgive at all, such as Central Library. In addition, InfoNow staff spends 85% of their time on circulation questions, but are not allowed to negotiate fines over $2.

2. There is at least one member who does not want her portion of her dues to go to political issues. The rule was clarified that members do not have this option – only agency fee payers.

M.  Announcements – Marilyn Smithson announced that she was able to use a new clause of the MOU regarding refusal of vacation time.
