President and Executive Vice President reported on:

1.  On December 4 the Supreme Court is going to discuss Brown v. Board of Education. By Any Means Necessary is planning a major rally with a large number of students. Council 36 is funding two students at $417 each, to be sent to Washington, D.C. It was moved by Executive Vice President Verdel Flores that the Guild support two students, at $417 each, sending them to the March on Washington to oppose the overturning of Brown v. the Board of Education. It was moved by Roy Stone, seconded and carried to amend the motion to send three students. The amended motion carried.
