Professional Concerns has drafted a list of desirable qualities in a new City Librarian


Management style - inclusive in decision making, respect for the professional abilities of all librarians in the system, promotes collegiality among librarians in LAPL, supportive of joint labor/management committees or endeavors, has a good history of working with labor unions


Communications - supports open communications both up and down the organization


Professional qualities - values and supports in-person reference service to the public, values the library as a public institution, supports training and professional development of staff, supports and promotes intellectual freedom and the protection of privacy for both patrons and staff, values cataloging as the foundation of the library profession, understands the value of extensive and rich collection and supports maintaining Central Library as a resource for the whole city and region


Other suggestions included sincere concern for overcoming barriers to provide access to our services to all residents of Los Angeles, regardless of economic status; and values security and safety of staff


It was moved by Rosalie Preston, seconded and carried to fund the expenses (up to $200) of the retirees group in preparing a statement on having input into the process of selecting the new city librarian.


AFSCME Biennial Convention - Neil Citrin, President Stone, Ivan Corpeño-Chavez and Ruth Seid reported on the events at the convention, as well as the importance of defeating Bush in November. It was moved by Ivan Corpeño-Chavez, seconded and carried that the Guild encourage its members to take election day off to be poll workers, observers or get-out-the-vote workers and that the Guild pay lost time.


New cash report procedures were discussed. Members were encouraged to put in for overtime if they get out late. It was moved by Penny Chiba, seconded and carried that the Guild take action regarding the change in hours and working conditions caused by the new cash report procedures.





Health and Safety Chair Lyn Gillson reported.


All branches should have received a memo from the Business Office in late May concerning “extraordinary maintenance” and whom to contact in that regard. Make sure that this memo is posted. It tells you how to deal with biohazards, e.g., human waste. Branches can now call Cceco directly for clean-up.


All city security has been centralized under control of General Services Department. It becomes even more important to keep files of incidents.
