The meeting of the membership of AFSCME Local #2626 was called to order by President Roy Stone at 7:32 p.m. at the Playa Vista Branch.





Taken out of order: It was moved by Sheila Nash, seconded and carried to purchase a photo of the Memphis Sanitation Strike for $30, to be used in the Guild office.





It was moved by Richard Kraus, seconded and carried to approve the minutes of General Meeting of February 25, 2005 as corrected.





Treasurer Robert Thornhill gave his report. The accountant is still not done with the 2004 taxes. Last night the trustees began an audit of the 2003 records. 





President Stone reported on negotiations; the hiring freeze; AFSCME Leadership Conference; cataloging and book ordering; the upcoming PEOPLE conference; supporting the Salinas Public Library Read-In on Saturday, April 2, 1 p.m. through Sunday, April 2, 1 p.m. Adele Wallace is coordinating (Maxine Kingston will be one of the readers); and Security Officer support postcard





Vice President for Political Action Ivan Corpeño-Chavez gave his report. It was moved by Rosalie Preston, seconded and carried to donate $500 to the Bill Rosendahl’s campaign for City Council District 11. A discussion was held about whom to endorse in the run-off for the mayoral election. It was moved by Verdel Flores, seconded and carried that the Librarians’ Guild support Mayor Hahn in his re-election campaign. The President broke a tie vote in favor of the motion. It was moved by Ivan Corpeño-Chavez, seconded and carried to donate $1,000 to Mayor’s Hahn’s re-election campaign. Vice President Corpeño-Chavez reported on today’s peace march and on an update on the California budget.





Vice President for Professional Concerns Marilyn Smithson reported on the March 6 Professional Concerns committee meeting. Roberta Frye handed out copies of “Diversity in Collection Development: An Interpretation of the Library Bill of Rights” (see attached). Other issues discussed at the meeting included book selection, and electronic resources selection. The next Professional Concerns Committee meeting is Sunday, May 1, at 5 p.m. at the Memorial Branch.

Vice President for Education and Training Ed Armstrong gave his report on practice interviews for the upcoming Senior Librarian exam. He proposed that the Guild-sponsored practice interviews take place on Monday, March 28, which is the Cesar Chavez Holiday. He has made more copies of the packet provided at the last training session.





Health and Safety chair Lyn Gillson reported that the next Health and Safety meeting will probably be held March 24, in the afternoon. FEMA representatives have been visiting branches to investigate possible mold conditions. A report will be compiled and a proposal made for abatement.





Membership Chair Saralyn Otter was absent.





Communicator Editor Sheila Nash gave her report. The new edition is out. Please write articles, even short ones. Verdel Flores reported that Alicia Randolph asked her to report that she is still working on an article on the Security Consolidation.





Chief Stewards Barbara Bozman and Judy Donovan were absent.





Old business - A member questioned the progress on a motion (made at the July 2004 membership meeting) that the Guild recommend that the Los Angeles County Federation of Labor urge a boycott of goods delivered in foreign-registered trucks in order to maintain safety standards for Truckers and pollution standards for the Los Angels area.

A member requested that there be discussion about how the Guild conducts discussions at meetings, including sticking to time limits, avoiding interruptions, and raising hands to be recognized. The member felt that the way discussion is currently conducted is intimidating to new members.
