It was moved by Ivan Corpeño-Chavez, seconded and carried to amend the motion, (accepted by Judy Donovan as friendly), to direct the president to send copies of the letter to all members of the Council 36 executive board. It was moved, seconded and carried to direct the President of the Guild to send a letter to Executive Director of Council 36 Cheryl Parisi, letting her know of the unanimous vote on the previous motion, and asking for her support in the decision and job actions and in addition, to direct the president of the Guild to send copies of the letter to all members of the Council 36 Executive Board.
