1.  Taken out of order: David Martinez of Council 36 introduced two resolutions to be presented at the AFSCME International Convention in August. The two Resolutions are titled “Immigrant Rights” and “AFSCME Latino Caucus. It was moved by Ivan Corpeño-Chavez, and seconded to support the Immigrant Rights resolution. It was defeated. It was moved by Ivan Corpeño-Chavez, seconded and carried to endorse the Immigrants Right resolution with the following amendment: after the first Be it resolved, add “both Democrats as well as Republicans.” It was moved by Ivan Corpeño-Chavez, seconded and carried to present the resolution that would create an AFSCME Latino Caucus to the AFSCME International Convention in August.

2.  It was moved by Sheila Nash, seconded and carried to approve the minutes of General Meeting of May 19, 2006 as corrected.

It was moved by Theresa Webster, seconded and carried to approve the minutes of General Meeting of June 24, 2006 as corrected.

A.  Consultant - Cheryl Bartel spoke about a proposed study of librarians to find out what is needed to make the Guild more responsive and useful to members and develop future leadership of the Guild.
