Old business – Marilyn Smithson reported on the action of the Executive Board to hand out printed copies of the MOU only to those members who ask, as the MOU is available online and available to print out. She believes it is important that printed copies be made widely available to members by the Guild. In addition, she feels that the additional documents, which are not available on the City Controller’s Web site, should be added to the Guild’s printed copies of the MOU.
