EAA Union members are planning  three ( 3 ) separate marches that will all end at City Hall around  5:00 p.m.  Assembly time will be at noon at various locations and the march will start at 4:30 p.m. and end at the City Hall lawn around 5:00 p.m. Expected disbanding time is 8:00 p.m.
 

 DOT has confirmed the three locations as of this afternoon: 
1. Broadway between Olympic Boulevard and 11th Street -  March will proceed N/B on Broadway; E/B on 3rd  Street; N/B to Main Street  and ends at Main Street between Temple and 1st Street.
 

 2. Hope Street between 1st Street and Temple Street - heads E/B on Temple Street; N/B  Grand Ave;  E/B Cesar Chavez;  S/B  on Alameda Street,  W/B  on Aliso Street, S/B on Los Angeles Street, to W/B  1st Street .

 3. 6th Street Between Hill and Olive Street - this march is expected to head W/B  on 6th Street, S/B Grand Ave. to W/B 7th Street , to N/B Figueroa Street, to E/B 5th Street, to N/B Flower Street , to E/B General Thadeus Kosciuszko Way, to N/B Olive Street,  to E/B 1st Street.
