The current information remains that the Guild’s efforts to resolve and settle the contract were rejected by Mayor Villaraigosa, and the EERC members who voted against us.  Librarians were asked to begin the signature petition drive i.e., obtaining community support for our position and at the same time we filed for impasse with the Employee Relations Board, which means that the ERB will find a neutral ‘fact finder’ who will hear both sides and make a non-binding recommendation.  The lobbying effort is in the planning stages at this time.  There is reason to expect that there will be an end to this process no later than February.  Your petitions and community contacts are extremely important at this point to make the conclusion favorable.
