Letter of Support For A Fair Contract For City of Los Angeles Librarians
Dear Mayor Antonio Villaraigosa and City Council,

The Librarians’ Guild has been in contract negotiations with City of Los Angeles management for almost two years. The issue is that the City is demanding an Economic Emergency Re-opener Letter. This letter would give the City the power to declare an economic emergency and re-open contract negotiations on all financial aspects of the contract. If no agreement is reached by 90 days, the contract is turned over to the City Council to make the final decision. 

The Guild refuses to sign away its legal right to full and equal negotiations. It is a right fought for and won by the labor movement decades ago. This letter could be used to cut wages, reduce healthcare benefits, lay off staff and implement other “fiscal solutions” without fair negotiations.

We, the undersigned, hereby urge you to accept the Guild’s proposal to use the letter found in many other contracts:  “The re-opener and discussion of MOU issues in no way obligates the parties to make changes to the MOU unless agreement is reached.”
