ADDRESSING MEMBERSHIP MEETING ISSUES

The following page gives information about the next membership meeting.  Here is why you should attend and find out for yourself.

The first item of business is to address concerns that we have received regarding meetings e.g., people speaking out of turn, dominating the discussion, changing the topic inappropriately, the meetings go on too long.  I do my best to keep the meeting flowing and to call on people when they raise their hands to address the membership.  It is, however, everyone’s responsibility to raise their hand, wait to be called on and to be respectful of each other.  But I need everyone’s assistance in asking an offending party to wait their turn.  I do not want to hinder or stifle discussion, but rather, we must hear all sides of issues and to do this means everyone should have an equal opportunity to speak.  However, it is also not necessary to fully state a personal position when it only restates the comments of a previous speaker; simply stating agreement with a previous speaker is sufficient.  

In asking a member why she has not come to meetings lately she told me that at a meeting she attended years ago there was discussion that became an argument and that is how she still perceives every meeting to be.  The reality is at current meetings there is discussion, certainly, because we maintain an attitude of openness for all opinions and we are careful to give all sides a fair hearing on issues, even controversial ones, but we also strongly enforce civility and respect in expressing views; that does not mean that both sides of an issue are happy after a vote is taken, because only one view point prevails in the democratic process.  Healthy debate and discussion…yes; arguing…no.    

And I have been told meetings are dull.  It has always been a concern of mine to provide as much information as possible to the members so that you can be informed about all that is happening, and that can be dull.  Now I am selecting information more carefully so that the meeting can move along faster, dull is better if it doesn’t take so long.
