The Library of Congress Professional Guild has been directed by Administration to provide the names of employees who contact the Guild for any reason. The Guild sees this as a threat to the right of employees to contact Guild officers or stewards without permission of library administration. The Guild has asked other Guilds to support them in their efforts to prevent Administration from requiring this information. The letter below can be copied and sent in an email or faxed or mailed to the Library of Congress Professional Guild.

Dear Dr. James Billington, Librarian of Congress:

As the nation's oldest federal cultural institution and as the research arm of the U.S. Congress, the Library of Congress should embody the values of pluralism and democracy.  Employees who participate in labor organizations, or who -- as officers or stewards -- assist their colleagues in the workplace, should have the right to do so without fear of penalty or reprisal.
